Snug Cove.

The history of development on Bowen Island has been
largely ad-hoc and no comprehensive physical plan of Snug
Cove has been adopted by the community.

Larger issues of sustainability and community building have
not been historically considered.

Climate change is a critical issue and Bowen’s settlement
pattern contributes negatively.

The Island has become a car dominated sprawled
community where 50% of its residents leave the island on
any given day.

The scarcity of amenities, housing choice, and jobs has
created a commuter community.

A mix of land-uses and housing types has not been
the focus of historic settlement and thus many life and
community needs are satisfied by leaving the Island.

Other G.V.R.D. municipalities use development to finance
public infrastructure.

Restrictions to development have meant that community
beneficial income has not been derived and the Cove has
not been enhanced by needed public Infrastructure.
